This week, the girls discussed the features of Explana-
tions, planned their writing and wrote their introductory 
paragraphs. They explored the Word Meaning Skill in 
Reading Comprehension and completed exercises in us-
ing adjectives and adverbs in Grammar. They also partic-
ipated in a live ”Spoken Word Power ” lesson, exploring 
the theme “What We Share”. 
They were introduced to Decimals in Maths, where they 
read, wrote and compared decimal numbers. 
In Computing, they designed and used game sprites, giv-
ing consideration the game’s playability. 
During their PSHE session, pupils described the dreams 
and goals of young people in a culture that is different 
from theirs. They looked at the lives of two children of a 
different culture, describing what their dreams and aspira-
tions might be and how this differs from theirs. 
In RE, they reflected on the importance of remembering 
the Holocaust and other genocides, and how remem-
brance helps promote peace and prevent injustice.
